ONLINE TESTING IS HERE!  

The Catholic Schools Office has mandated a change from 

our normal TerraNova testing to online Scantron testing for 

the 2012 -2013 school year.   St. Pius X has been selected to 

pilot the new Scantron criterion reference test in grades 2 

through 8 this school year!   This means our students will be 

tested in January/February and again in May.  Students will 

be assessed in math and reading and each test will take ap-

proximately 50 minutes.   The tests will be taken online, be-

ginning January 24 th , and will be admin-

istered by Mrs. McCann during each 

classõ computer time.  Since this is a 

pilot program, there is no need for any 

special preparation other than encour-

aging the children to do their best.
